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Pardon Our Progress
For the first time since the Zoo re-opened in 1985, the
decision was made to close for two weeks to complete
some maintenance projects that are difficult to perform
with visitors in the zoo. As the Zoo prepared for the
closing on February 1, we were forced to close two days
early due to the winter storm that hit Friday, January 29 .
Our staff spent Saturday and Sunday thawing out before
the official closing on Monday. With the help of other
City departments and various volunteers, work began
throughout the 10 acre site.

One of the biggest projects worked on during this period
was the pruning of the hollies, and tree trimming and
removal. The Parks and Recreation Department Tree
Crew worked diligently with the Zoo staff to accomplish
as much work as they could with the time available.
When weather stopped them from working during the
first week, they offered to come in on their weekend to
catch-up. Several entire trees were removed and others
were just cleaned up. The hollies that line most of the
paths along the zoo had gotten so overgrown that they
were blocking views of the animals and taking up to five
feet of the walkway in some areas. They were able to
trim most of these back to a manageable size. By the end
of the time allotted, the work that the tree crew
accomplished made a lasting difference that will be
enjoyed by visitors and the animals for years to come.

In addition to the Parks and Recreation Department
several other people and groups came out to support and
help us with our projects. A local scout troop
volunteered to paint the inside of the reptile building.
Giving up their entire weekend, the scouts and parents
worked to create a more inviting atmosphere for all of
our guests. Pledges from the Kappa Alpha fraternity
also participated by helping out with the tree crew,
raking out shrub beds, and painting. The group spent a
large part of their Saturday, despite the rain that surprised
us all.
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We would also like to thank the members of the
Friends of the Zoo Board that stepped up to help with
painting inside the Conservation Station and using
their expertise to assist in cleaning out, re-organizing,
and setting up the gift shop that has been transformed
into a new and inviting space.

Finally, we would like to recognize all of the Zoo staff
and their family members who lent a hand during the
period of the closing. Despite the weather, the staff
was able to put a new face on the restrooms and on the
outside of the reptile building and concessions.

Even with 6 of 12 days of rain and snow, the zoo has a
new look and a new feel. We are all energized to
continue this push forward. The staff worked hard to
finish the various projects. Again, we appreciate the
help from everyone that volunteered their time to
assist us as we keep reaching for new heights in
service to our visitors, our animals, and our mission.

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The Angolan colobus monkeys have been a part of the
Greenville Zoo's animal collection since 2004 when the
zoo received a pair along with their two young male
offspring from Miami Metro Zoo in Florida.

The adult pair, Jack and Queeny, were both wild caught
animals, so their offspring were very valuable to the
conservation breeding program. The pair did not have
any additional offspring and died in 2006 and 2007
respectively. The young males, Milo (born 1999) and
Valentino (born 2002) both grew to maturity here in
Greenville.

In February 2008, Milo was transferred to Disney's
Animal Kingdom in Orlando, FL to be paired with a
female, leaving Valentino on his own for the first time
since his birth, but that didn't last long. In May that same
year, a young female named Lami arrived at the zoo from
the San Diego Zoo. Lami was born in 2005 and was just
reaching maturity.

On February 4, 2009 their first offspring arrived amidst a
cold winter blast. Although this was their first, Lami
was an excellent mother. Valentino was patient, kept his
distance, and never showed any aggression toward the
new member of their family.

Last fall it was decided that we needed to give this young
male a proper name and commenced with the Name the
Baby Contest. We planned to announce it soon after we
reopened from the closing in February. Much to our
surprise, Valentino and Lami had other plans! In this
case it was another newborn colobus born during the
large ice storm on January 30 . To avoid confusion we
decided to postpone the naming ceremony of the first
colobus. We announced the new birth and collected
more names.
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Our Newest Member!

There will be an entire day focused on the colobus
monkeys and their contributions to the conservation
breeding program. On Friday, March 26 the Zoo
along with City officials will announce the winners of
the Name the Babies competition and give Lami and
Valentino's two boys names!

As part of the captive breeding program, the Zoo will
be working with the Species Survival Plan
coordinator to see what our next steps will be. Young
females can usually stay with the group for nearly 5
years, but once young males begin to reach maturity;
there is a good chance that the adult male will become
aggressive towards him. The good news is we have
time to enjoy watching these two brothers grow up
together. If the Species Survival Plan coordinator
recommends us to breed again next year, you may
want to start thinking of more names. It seems that
they can create the warmest of feelings even in the
coldest of winters!
