Quarters for Conservation is an exciting initiative to greatly enhance the Greenville Zoo’s
wildlife conservation effort$hrough the collection of quarters, the zoo and local commu-
nity will provide funding for new and existing wildlife conservation projects in our region
and around the glohe

The zoo has installed a conservation kiosk where a quarter from each admission ticket s
is used to vote for your feorite conservation project. Four projects are featuredeey

yea and your vote determines the amount of funding that will be delegated to each proje
Funds and resources for local projects would be made available to not-fot-praities

with shared interests in conservation and research in and around the Greenville area.

This year the projects are as follows:

Amphibian Ark

Amphibians are an important component of the global ecosystem as indicators of environmental
health and contributors to human healtffoday,over 30% of all amphibian species are threatened
with extinction. Addessing the amphibian extinction crisis represents the greatest species consen
tion challenge in the history of humanity.

The Amphibian Arl(AArk) is an integral part of the response of the global conservation community
The mission of the AArk is to safeguard select species that would otherwise go extinct in captivity
until they can be secured in the willfithout immediate captive management as a stopgap compo-
nent of an integrated conservation effort, hundreds of species could become eXthrefArkis a

joint effort of three principal partners: thé/or Id Associatiorof Zoos and Aquariums (WAZA), the
IUCN/SSC Conservation Breeding Specialist Group (CBSG), and the IUCN/SSC Amphibian Spec
Group (ASG).

Impact at The Greenville Zoo:
The Greenville Zoo has a small breeding group of Golfodulcean poison frogs native to Costa Rice

It is one of many endangered species of amphibian that has scientists worried throughout the wol
This species gives the zoo the opportunity to educate our visitors about the Amphibian Crisis cur-
rently taking place throughout the world.

The Amur Leopard and Tiger Alliance (AIA)

With a total population of 30-35 individuals in the wild, the Amur leopard, or Far Eastern leopard, i
one of the most - if not the most - endangered large cat on earth. ALTA is a coalition of 13 internz
tional and Russian organizations thatdyooled resources to support the conservation of Amur
leopards and Amur tigers in the wild. They focus on monitoring populations, habitat analysis, habi
protection, anti-poaching efforts, regery of prey populations, public awareness, and reintroduction
programs.

Impact at The Greenville Zoo:

The Greenville Zoo has exhibited Amur leopards since 2@@3currently hold three young female
leopards. As one of the most endangered species in thethedeopards garner a lot of atten-

tion and give the zoo the ability to inform our guests of their plight in the wild. Zoa® hzade a
commitment to: 1) increase public awareness, 2) provide funding for native range country progran
3) generate useful data and skills and 4) maintain a “genetiosa@sdor reintroduction or supple-
mentation.We anticipate that these females will be wedlinto a breeding situation once they are
mature.

Red Panda Network

Red pandas are the only species of its kind in the world, highlighting the importance of their prese
vation to the world’s natural heritage and global biodiver$tg objective of the Red Panda Net-
work is to conduct non-invasive status seygto gain valuable information about the population. In
order to understand the effectiveness of an endangered species conservation program, it is essel
to have an accurate baseline number of the species population. In the case of the red panda, this
absent. The foundations of these seysare the “forest guardians”, village stewards who are trained
in surwey and monitoring methodolog

Through these status sueys and baseline research, the Network has already identi"ed unprotectec
red panda habitat with viable populations of 100 individuals oreiide “forest guardians” then, not
only conduct awareness-building workshops on red pandas with local villages and schools, they &
serve as a basis for continuing the Red Panda Network’s baseline research and monitoring and tl
establishment of community-based protected areas. Using this methgglibleg are in the process

of establishing the "rst community-based protected area, the Panchthar-llam-Taplejung (PIT) Red
Panda Protected Forest, in the Panchthar and llam districts of eastern Nepal.

Impact at the Greenville Zoo:
The Greenville Zoo has beenvalvedin the red panda Species Survival Plan (SSP) for the last 15

yeas. We have exhibited seeral diferent pairs of ied pandas here at the zoo and raisedesal cubs
here at the zogsome of which havevengone on to hae cubs of their own. The Greenville Zoo is
committed to the conservation of red pandas.

Orangutan Outreach

Orangutans used to live in many different parts of South East Asia, but the places where they can
thrive and 'hd food are vanishing.There are many underlying causes for the loss of habitat. It is a
combination of economic pressurgeed and ignorance, and natural disasters- many as a result of
previous deforestation. The population of Indonesia is growing at an astounding rate, and with mo
mouths to feed, forests are being replaced by farms. People and orangutans share the same spac
in any con#ict, the orangutan always loses.

Even in Borneo and Sumatra, their last remaining homes, large parts of the old growth rainforest
gore,ripped up for farmland, palm oil plantations and urbavedbgment. The precious little forest

that is left is disappearing quickly as palm oil companies illegally clear-cut enormous areas of fore
Orangutan Outreach supports organizations that place animals thatitst their homes or have

been con"scated from poachers. They also teach communities alternate ways of earning a living
that poaching is not required as a source of income for these families. They are currently helping
build a 60-acre forested orangutan rescue center in Ketapseg,Kalimantan.

Impact at the Greenville Zoo:
The Greenville Zoo was "rst able to exhibit orangutans in 2003 when Mia and Chelsea came to tt

zo0o. Baby Bob was born in 2008Ve are committed to helping solve the palm-oil crisis by only sup-
porting sustainable sources of palm-oil here in our gift shop and our concessions areas. Please t
us in our quest to save what habitat is left for these wonderful animals.
